e.g. Suki bit Tommy’s right forearm.
	Consequence (C)
What happened as a consequence of the behaviour? Record what other people say or do as a result of the behaviour.
e.g. Tommy screamed. Adult raised their voice at Suki and said “no Suki”. Suki ran off into the garden area.
	Communication (C)
What do you think the child was trying to communicate by using that behaviour?
e.g. “I want that toy car”
	Staff name recording the incident.
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
